A Reminder about Golf Carts...

All golf carts must be “street legal” as set forth
in the Village Code Chapter 70.61, available on
the Village website. This includes, but is not

limited to, brakes and brake lights, front and rear turn signals, a
steering wheel apparatus, tires, rear view mirror, red reflector
warning device on the front and rear, approved “Slow Moving
Vehicle” emblem on the rear, a headlight that emits a white light
visible from a distance of 500 feet, tail lamp that emits a red
light visible from at least 100 feet, and any additional
requirements which may be amended 60 625 ICS 5/11-1426 et
seq of the Illinois Motor Vehicle Code. A small fire extinguisher
on board is also recommended. The driver must have a valid
driver’s license, obey all traffic laws of the State of Illinois and
the cart must be operated only on Village streets, except where
prohibited. Let’s keep everyone safe and golf carts allowed!
